WHO’S YOUR ONE?l

And he said to them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few.Therefore
pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers”

THOUGHT | This is the only direct prayer request made by Jesus in scripture.
Notice it centers on the idea of souls being harvested.

PRAYER | Lord, | want to be an answer to Jesus’ prayer. Help me be willing to
care about what Jesus cares about and be willing to be a worker. Give me your
uraency for the harvest.

“For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost.”

THOUGHT | This verse sums up Jesus’ mission while on earth as a man. It
clearly communicates the deliberate desire to seek out AND save the lost. Being
aware was never enough.

PRAYER | Lord, give me the heart and courage to join Jesus on this mission.
Open my eyes to the people in my circles who do not know you, and make me
ready to speak up.

"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in
him should not perish but have eternal life.”

THOUGHT | This love and message is for everyone. The determining factor is
genuinely your willingness, not their race, age, gender, personality, or any status.

PRAYER | Lord, the greatest thank you | can say for this type of love and
forgiveness is to share it with others. Show me the 1 in my life that you have
chosen to hear this great news through me.

And he said to them, “Follow me, and | will make you fishers of men.”

THOUGHT | Do you trust God with the process of your life or do you trust your
plans more? God wants you to know your life is meant for more than just living
for you. You were made to bring others to Jesus with you.

PRAYER | Lord, show me ways | can be winsome and engaging to the 1 you've
placed in my life. | want to please you and spread your love to the 1 you've set
apart just for me.

31 And Jesus answered them, “Those who are well have no need of a physician,
but those who are sick. 32 | have not come to call the righteous but sinners to
repentance.”

THOUGHT | Jesus came for those who know they need help as well as those
who don’t know they need His help.

PRAYER | Lord, | confess that | do not regularly look for those who are sick, and
in fact am not always sure that | notice. | http://www.southlakebaptist.com/
events/state-of-the-church-2/ associate with people who think like | do. Help me

“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you

will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end
of the earth.”

THOUGHT | We are never alone, no matter where we are. We partner with the
Holy Spirit to accomplish God's work on earth.

PRAYER | Lord, help me want to tell others about you. Increase my capacity to
be your witness. Make me willing to reach the 1 in the world | am called to reach
and give me clarity and confidence to share the good news with my 1.

THOUGHT | Do | live this way? Am | on mission every day? Do | realize God is
with me every day when | commit to this purpose?

a follower of Jesus is a disciple-maker as these very words of Jesus declare?

PRAYER | Lord, give me the heart and intention to live each day for your
mission. Help me believe that it starts with only 1 soul? Who's my 1?
